1. Evans & Tate Margaret River Semillon
Sauvignon Blanc ($37) has lovely, complex fruit
flavours of lime and gooseberries. 2. Domaine
Laroche Chablis Grand Cru ($170)'s apple
blassom fruit concentration pairs well with roast
turkey and roast duck. 3. Chilean Sauvignon
Blancs are popular for their balanced acidity
and Viu Manent Sauvignon Blanc 2008

($35) is right on the mark. 4. Max Ferdinand
Richter Mulheimer-Helenenkloster Cask 121
2004 ($253) has a velvety finish and evokes
pineapple, cooking apples, sweet marmalade
and cumgquat. 5. Chateau de Puligny
Montrachet Chassagne Montrachet 2006
($114) has delicately floral and fruity aromas
with a slight oak tinge.

BEERS

6. A light wheat ale, Archipelago Samui ($99
per carton of 24) features pandan leaves and
calamansi limes in the brew. 7. Erdinger Hefe
Beer (from $6.70) is yeasty with a round and
rich finish. 8. Skol Beer ($1.90) from Brazil has
a 5 per cent alcohol content. 9. Kronenbourg
1664 ($22.80 for six bottles) has a flowery hop
aroma and a slight bitter edge.

10. The Spanish sparkling wine answer to
champagne, Freixenet Cordon Negro Brut
Cavs ($32) has a mellow aftertaste. 11. The
festive pack for Jacob’s Creek Sparkling Rose
($29.50) comes with two flutes for a great value
buy. 12. Kreglinger Sparkling Rose Brut 2003
{$67.95) from Tasmania has a cool mineral
finish. 13. Martini & Rossi Asti Spumante
(830) is a fruity Italian sparkling wine with a high
acidity to balance the sweetness.
